THINKING. THIS APPROACH IS GROUNDED IN RESPECT FOR THE CHILD’S INTERESTS AND ABILITIES AND ENCOURAGES
COLLABORATIVE LEARNING THROUGH EXPLORATION AND DISCOVERY. TEACHERS ACT AS FACILITATORS RATHER THAN
TRADITIONAL INSTRUCTORS, GUIDING CHILDREN THROUGH PROJECTS THAT EVOLVE BASED ON THEIR INQUIRIES AND EXPERIENCES.
(UNDERSTANDING THESE FUNDAMENT AL PRINCIPLES IS CRUCIAL WHEN DEVELOPING OR SELECTING REGGIO EMILIA LESSON PLANS PDF
