He fasted and prayed with them in anticipation of a large
revival-and at the ensuing event, scores of people were healed of all types of afflictions. He became
convinced of the power of fasting and began to preach its efficacy as he traveled. In 1946, a group of
Holy Ghost people began a long session of prayer and fasting, lasting between ten and forty days.
According to Hall, they experienced a great spiritual awakening. Some even found healing of
physical ailments during the fast. As word of the event spread, Hall found that there was heavy
demand for more information about the power of fasting and prayer. Later that same year, Hall
wrote Atomic Power. The book explores how fasting intensifies prayer by [bringing] unity and
[filling] us with the glory of God. Through the combination of these two acts, he believed one could
enhance their spiritual appetites and curtail their hunger, sex, and greed appetites-thereby
uncovering their spiritual atomic power with God that lies available to every Christian.
