The edition
that [ used for the Comeback Trumpet Player book is a reasonably priced good edition, if you need a
copy you can get one here: www.MPHmusic.com/go/arbans A Few Things To Remember: - Be
diligent in your practice, you will be rewarded for your discipline by following the routines in the 52
Lessons - use these lesson plans, this step-by-step system is designed to get you playing better, and
much quicker, than a haphazard approach to practicing - Rest as much as you play within each
practice session, you should still feel good at the end of each practice session - Always strive for a
great sound on every note - Always play musically - don"t just play, make music - Slow and good is
better than fast and bad - you will learn faster by practicing slowly, then speed up in small
increments to improve your coordination to play faster and still sound good - Practice all of the
articulations when indicated (S=Slur, T=Tongue, etc.) - Use a metronome to help you improve your
coordination as you speed things up - If you can't reach some notes, give it three tries and then
move on - they will come in time - Each lesson can last one week, or two weeks, or whatever time
period you are comfortable with - just keep progressing step-by-step through the lessons - and start
with Lesson 1 - When you get to the end of the 52 lessons, start at Lesson 1 then do Lesson 52, then
2 and 51, then 3 and 50, and so on until you've done 52 and 1, criss-crossing in the middle.
