In 1993, the Hazard Mitigation and Relocation
Act amended Section 404 to increase the amount of HMGP funds available and the cost-share to 75
percent Federal. This amendment also encouraged the use of property acquisition and other
non-structural flood mitigation measures. In an effort to streamline HMGP delivery, FEMA
encourages States to develop their mitigation programs before disaster strikes. States are adopting
a more active HMGP management role. Increased capabilities may include: Conducting
comprehensive all-hazard mitigation planning prior to disaster events; Providing applicants technical
assistance on sound mitigation techniques and hazard mitigation policy and procedures;
Coordinating mitigation programs through interagency teams or councils. Conducting benefit-cost
analyses; and Preparing National Environmental Policy Act reviews for FEMA approval. States that
integrate the HMGP with their frequently updated State Administrative and Hazard Mitigation Plans
will create cohesive and effective approaches to loss reduction.

Program grant funds available under Section 404 of the Stafford Act
provide States with the incentive and capability to implement mitigation measures that previously
may have been infeasible.
